Opulent vanilla and raisin on the nose, apple tart and polished antique wood.

Taste

Rich and full-bodied. The palate offers warming notes of oak, vanilla and chocolate
before evolving into a lighter, citrus led finish.

Finish

Light and warming with sweet lemon curd hints.
